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For those who aren’t short of sheep feed, what a great time 

it is to be in the sheep industry.  At the time of writing this 

newsletter, the 21 micron indicator price sits at 2342c/kg 

and we have had reports of entire drops of Glenlea Park 

bred wether lambs averaging $180/hd.  Thank you to all 

who supported us in 2017.  Whilst breeding top quality, 

commercially relevant genetics is what drives us, we 

couldn’t continue this process without consistent buyer 

support.  Many people have noticed the changes we have 

made to our sheep.  There is no doubt we are producing a 

more productive type with greater fleece weights, better 

bone, constitution and more depth of barrel than ever 

before.  In an industry dominated by flat skin sheep, the 

“type” we are breeding offers far more.
